LETTER FROM THE PRESIDENT

Much-needed December rains drenched the Village At Sherman Oaks BID over the holidays leaving the Village fresh and
ready for the new year.

We would appreciate it if anyone who witnesses a crime in the Village would please jot down the license plate or any other
identifying information and let us know. One of our street poles was recently knocked down in front of La Reina Place. | called
the businesses located there to see if anyone had witnessed what had happened and one employee had seen a red delivery
truck knock it down. He said the driver got out of the truck, took pictures of the downed pole, and then got back into the truck
and drove away. The employee did not jot down the license plate or get any information so we are unable to pursue his
insurance and will have to take care of this from our budget. Because the street poles are on the sidewalks, we are unable to
insure them but the driver would have had insurance to take care of the damage he caused.

Fortunately, we have not had any more lockdowns and things seem to be humming along in the Village. Restaurants are
making good use of their patios and sidewalk spaces and diners are enjoying their meals both inside and outside our popular
dining establishments.

Councilmember Nithya Raman'’s staff is working on some terrific ideas to help get the unhoused off of our streets and into
shelters and we are hopeful they'll be successful. They are working on establishing a biohazard cleanup team you'll be able
to call, as well as a team for immediate help with any persons causing a disturbance. Our council office also not only
arranged for our trees to be trimmed beautifully by Urban Forestry, but also arranged for LA Conservation Corps to bonus
pressure wash our sidewalks. We are grateful to Councilmember Raman and her team for helping us with these services.
